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Abstract

This template is provided to authors to assist with the preparation of papers to the conference proceedings.  The abstract section of the paper should be self contained and explicit, setting out the ground to be covered and the aims.  The approximate length for the abstract is 200 words.  As with all sections of the paper, there will be no indent at the start of the first paragraph of each section, while the beginning of each following paragraph in the section will have a 0.5 cm indent.  The heading for the abstract should be formatted in Times New Roman 12 point font.  The heading is formatted with 12 point spacing before and 6 point spacing after the heading.  Each page is to have top, bottom, left and right margins of 2.5cm.  A section break is inserted after the abstract. The page layout is to be single column width.  The abstract should not include any figures or mathematical notation.

1.  INTRODUCTION

The main purpose of the introduction is to enable the paper to be understood without undue reference to other sources.  It should therefore have sufficient background material for this purpose.  Generally highly specialised technical papers will not need extensive introduction as interested readers may be expected to be familiar with current literature on the subject.  

The heading for the introduction section is formatted in Times New Roman 12 point font.  The heading is formatted with 12 point spacing before and 6 point spacing after the heading.

The remaining text is formatted as Times New Roman 12 point font using full justification.  

2.  MAIN TEXT

The headings for the main body of the technical paper are formatted in Times New Roman 12 point font.  The headings are formatted with 12 point spacing before and 6 point spacing after the heading.
The remaining text is formatted as Times New Roman 12 point font using full justification.  First order headings should be formatted in capitals.  The paragraph is formatted with single spacing after the paragraph.

2.1.  Style

It is most important to maintain a logical sequence.  Lengthy mathematical derivations should be transferred to an appendix.  Use clear precise English.

2.2.  Headings

Each heading is to be numbered and left justified.
Second and third order headings should be formatted with the first letter of each word in capitals.  Second and third order headings are formatted with 6 point spacing before and 6 point spacing after the heading.
2.3.  Equations

Equations must be numbered sequentially with their numbers in parenthesis and right justified.
2.4.  Notation

If the technical paper makes use of symbols or other specialised nomenclature, they should be listed and defined under the Notation heading.

2.5.  Illustrations

It is preferable that all diagrams, graphs and photographs be embedded within the document.  

2.6.  Use of “Colour”

The use of colour throughout the technical paper is encouraged, particularly for diagrams, graphs and photographs, even though the papers will be printed in black and white.

The use of colour greatly enhances the appeal of the paper and often conveys additional information to those readers who have received a copy of the technical paper on CD ROM or via the Web Site.

The choice of colours should be chosen so that successful printing can be achieved using a black and white printer.
